Portrait Parties - details
Professional, award-winning photographer will come to your house (or to another party location) and take portraits of the people present. There is no cost to host a party, and the host/hostess will receive party gifts for hosting the party—including a free portrait session on the day of the party. During the party, photographer will do both formal and informal portraits of individuals, families, or groups (2 or more people). The groups can be as small or as large as guests would like, but if the groups are very large, portraits might have to be taken outside. Portraits can be done both inside and outside. Outside or in a well-lit room is preferable, because natural light is much better for portraits than flash or unnatural light.

Photographer will, upon request, bring a formal portrait set up (backdrop and some props). 

Photographer will take unlimited portraits during the party (which will typically last from 2-4 hours, depending on the size of the party and the guest requests).

Photographer will upload photos to a laptop computer while on site and allow guests to view photos. Though there is no obligation to purchase photos, photographer will take orders for any photos guests would like. There are volume discounts on large numbers of photos purchased by any one guest.

Guests can also choose to purchase a CD of high resolution proofs for a flat fee.

Guests who book portrait sittings (or any other type of photo shoot – corporate, weddings, modeling portfolios, food or product) will get free product on future orders or credit toward future sitting fees.

Any guest who orders a fine art print from Helenamaxwellphotgraphy.com will receive a 30% discount on the price of the print.

The host/hostess will get credit toward product or future sitting fees for any portrait sittings booked and paid for at the time of the party (or within some time after the party—two weeks?). Also, host/hostess also gets credit for any purchases he or she makes at the party.
After party (within 48 hours) all photographs will be uploaded to a website that will allow guests (and their friends and family) to order photographs, albums, and other photo merchandise.

Photographer will give credit to any guest who recommends someone who later books a sitting or other event. The amount of the credit depends on the cost of the event booked.

Other photographers who join the company will pay a portion of all proceeds (10-20%?) to me, and if they get people to join, they will get proceeds from those people. However, all photographers must submit a portfolio of their work and go through an application process before they will be hired. 

Charitable gifts – At least 10% of all proceeds from any party will be donated to one of the charities listed on www.helenamaxwellphotography.com. Guests simply need to specify on the order form which charity (or charities) they would like the donation to go to. If the guest does not specify, photographer will donate 10% of proceeds to Food for the Poor.

Churches or other not-for-profit organizations may organize portrait days, and a percentage (at least 10%*) of the proceeds will be donated back to the organization. The percentage of the donation depends on the amount of the proceeds.

Up to $1200 – 10%

$1201 to $2000 – 15%

$2001 to $3500 – 20%

$3501 to $5000 – 25%

$5001 to $10,000 – 30%

$10,001 and up – 35%

Any guest at one of these events who books a portrait sitting and pays a deposit will qualify the organization to earn the above percentages once the fees have been paid in full. This total will go toward the dollar amount above and can increase the percentage of total donation.

Additionally, for every wedding package over $2500 that is booked (and deposit paid) through one of these events, the organization will receive 10% of the total cost of the wedding package (excluding extras). In addition, 10% will also be donated to one of the charities on www.helenamaxwellphotography.com.
